Bonsall Parish Council – Annual Parish Meeting

 Chair Report for 2022-23
The last 12 months have been another busy year for Bonsall Parish Council (BPC). There have been several significant developments that have been completed and a number that we are still very much ongoing. Overall, I believe we have made further improvements and I would like to thank all Councillors and staff as well as the many Bonsall residents who have supported us. 
In no particular order, I would like to highlight the following key developments over the last 12 months:
· Park Update

· Vehicle parking policy and charge schedule have been agreed. New signage has been made and sited next to donation pay box that has also been installed. Policy around emptying of honesty box agreed and implemented earlier this year.
· Slinter Quarry 

· Planning proposals and discussions ongoing further to the Slinter quarry proposed extension.
· White Low Moor Motor-cross site

· The Planning Inspectorate held the enquiry in  June 2022 and found in favour of the Peak District National Park Authority. This concluded that the motor-cross operation should immediately cease operation until the end of the year. The motor-cross could operate on a 28 days / year basis and did commence again early 2023 but stopped finally in February. We believe the land has subsequently been sold.  
· Signage
· Bankside signage was agree and installed at the top of the road to prevent further vehicle blockages.
· Salters Lane – “passing place” signs have been installed on Salters Lane to reduce the amount of vehicle parking. 

· Flooding
· A flood improvement survey was conducted end of last year to try and understand why there has been several flooding issues over the past few years. The survey focussed on the main culvert that runs down High Street and Yeoman Street. It concluded that the culvert is very old and damaged and cannot cope with the heavy water flow due to climate change. Some repairs have been made but the culvert cannot be replaced due to costs and that it runs under private property. Derbyshire County Council intend to operate a flood resilience scheme. They will be writing to all residents of High Street and Yeoman Street, together with homes in The Dale and Bankside which have been affected by flooding. Residents will be invited to join the scheme. If they do, a survey will be carried out and any equipment recommended will be installed.
· Weed Control

· Following months of discussions, BPC agreed for the DDDC to re-introduce weed spraying on Church Street and the Clatterway.

· Bonsall Website

· Review of the existing site is currently ongoing

· Trees

· Several dead ash trees were removed from the Churchyard and a number of dead lime tree branches were made safe.
· Coronation 

· BPC with the support of Bonsall Open Gardens were able to present commemorative medals to all Bonsall CE school children and Playgroup.
· Bonsall Parish Councillors

· We continue to have vacancies for BPC and need to consider further opportunities for engaging with and recruiting new Parish Councillors.
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
