a) Slinter Top Quarry update: the Quarry Liaison group meeting for 18" March had
been cancelled; there were no other issues to report. Noted.

b) Park Transfer: the Clerk reported that legal arrangements were now being made for
final completion of the lease and sub-lease. Payment of the legal and agent’s fees for
the Diocese would be due on completion, and it was agreed that to avoid further delay
and to allow for the possibility of future Parish Council meetings being cancelled, the
following arrangement would be authorised:

The Clerk, in consultation with the Chair and Vice-Chair (or two other Councillors in

their absence) to make payment of legal and other fees within the terms of the budget
previously agreed for these items; in the event of any significant change from the

budget all Councillors would be consulted before any payment was made. Clerk

c) Park Risk Assessment: the risk assessment template that had been provided by the
Councillors insurance company was approved.

d) Community response to coronavirus: The main issue was how the community could
organise to help those in isolation and those who might become ill. The Clerk reported
that the District Council and County Council were working to co-ordinate a central log
of volunteers, and he had already been contacted with offers of volunteer help.

. Some measures already in place were:

e A voluntary group being co-ordinated by Rachael Richardson was organising
community support in conjunction with Hannage Brook Medical centre. They were
leafleting the village to identify vulnerable people to help with deliveries etc and social
support;

e St James Church has had to cancel regular services in line with government and their
national advice, but Reverent Carla said that they would keep the building open as a

possible to assist in providing community support and public information.

The Fountain Cafe and shop was open for business and also taking orders by phone
or email for home deliveries;

The Barley Mow is open and offering a home delivery service for food and drink;

The Kings Head is also open and offering home deliveries for food and drink. Clerk

Bonsall Arts trail 4™-5" April: it was noted with regret that the event has had to be
postponed. There was a brief discussion on Open Gardens at the request of Clir
Grover, but it was felt too early to offer a view on that.

Maintenance of WC’s and transfer: another request had been made to the District
Council to release the grant to allow improvements; action still awaited. Thanks were

recorded to Leigh Johnson for clearing a blockage. It was agreed to purchase a Clerk

hanging basket for the building.

Flood Warden Scheme: minutes of a group meeting on 12" March were discussed.
The proposals by the group were confirmed, in particular to:

e Work to prepare a Community Flood plan, with initial steps being circulating
contact details of the wardens, to obtain plans of highway and Severn Trent
drains, and to allocate responsibility for tasks by locality to group members;

e Request DCC to contact riparian owners as soon as possible about works
identified as needed by the culvert survey;

e Continue to seek action on the condition of those parts of the culverts in public
ownership and the various highway drainage and other problems that had
been notified to DCC;

e Contact Severn Rivers Trust for update on their work on upland management Clerk

Blakemere pit / Motocross track: further complaints had been received about the
Motocross site. A meeting had been offered for 19" March with the Peak District
National Park Authority to update on their work (now cancelled). Noted.

Parish Forum 30™ March: it was noted that this event had now been cancelled.
